Modern Christianity
and Healing (Continued)      

In our last Newsletter, I ended my article on 
Modern Christianity and Healing, with the thoughts 
of the great Roman Catholic Theologian Thomas 
Aquinas. Perhaps these days, the most influential 
writers in this area were John Calvin and Martin 
Luther.

Miracles Do Occur
In his Institutes of the Christian Religion1, John 

Calvin wrote that healing disappeared with the other 
miraculous powers and were no longer available to the 
Church. Luther wrote in a similar vein2, but in his later 
years Luther changed his views and lived to see his 
friend Melanchthon brought from the point of death 
by his own prayers. The year before he died (1545), 
Luther was asked what could be done for one who 
was mentally ill. Luther wrote instructions for a heal-
ing service based on the New Testament letter of 
James, stating, “This is what we do, and that we have 
been accustomed to do, for a cabinet maker here was 
similarly afflicted with madness and we cured him by 
prayer in Christ’s name.”3

It is unfortunate that many today have taken the 
words of these great men as their inspiration in mat-
ters of faith with respect to the miraculous in the 
Church, instead of hearing the words of Scripture, 
where for example, in Peter’s great sermon after Pen-
tecost, three thousand were converted. Peter stated that 
the miraculous signs resulting from the Holy Spirit’s 
empowering were for those of his day, their children 
and for “all who are far off.”(Acts 2:39).

For any who have eyes to see and ears to hear 
what is happening in many parts of the world, it is 
clear that God has not stopped empowering His peo-
ple. The following example is characteristic of many 
similar occurrences today.

God has used a layman by the name of Carlos 
Annacondia to bring over two million people to Christ 
since 1982.

When Annacondia began his crusades, the au-
thorities would not allow him to use the ground that 
circuses and all others previously had been allowed to 
use. Radio stations wanted to charge huge sums to 
broadcast the messages. The only land available was 
on the outskirts of the city with no transport available.

One morning God told Carlos he was to broad-
cast the message simultaneously by radio and tele-
vision. In faith he bought the time, asking for a reduc-
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tion in the cost. They were amazed as the cost was re-
duced to one third of the original quote.

A mother put her Downs Syndrome son in 
front of the television screen. As Carlos was praying, 
she saw her son being healed as his facial features 
changed before her eyes.

Four young men arrived at the place by car. 
They were in such a state of desperation they had de-
cided to commit suicide. When they heard the radio 
broadcast, they came to the mission tent and gave their 
lives to Christ. Thousands more came. There were 
hundreds of incredible miracles happening. Hundreds 
of teeth were filled with gold and platinum and several 
cancer patients were healed.

(If you wish to know more about the amazingly 
powerful ministry given Carlos Annacondia, read his 
book, Listen to Me, Satan! – Exercising Authority 
over the Devil in Jesus Name. The publisher is Crea-
tion House.)

We have grown up in an age of reason and sci-
entific knowledge and find it hard to accept by faith 
what God has shown us in the Bible. We say we be-
lieve, but we only believe what is culturally acceptable 
to us.

Jesus said that unless we become as little child-
ren, we shall never enter the kingdom of heaven.(Matt. 
18:3). Children accept by faith whatever their parents 
tell them. They don’t have preconceived ideas. Jesus 
rejoiced over the fact that his Father had hidden things 
of the Spirit from the wise and learned and revealed 
them to children (Luke 10:21).

God’s Presence means there will be Signs
We need to tear down all prejudices that limit 

our access to supernatural faith and assume by faith 
our authority handed down to us by God. Signs break 
down the existing structures and through them many 
gain access to a life of faith. The Bible teaches that 
signs will accompany those who believe (Mark 16:15-
18).

Do you really believe the Bible? If so, what is 
your expectation? It is necessary for those who have 
experienced these things, to testify to this fact so that 
others can come to supernatural faith.

The True Church
The world is looking for signs to determine the 

true way. There are so many false trails, many sects, 
religions, warlocks, witches, magicians, psychics and 
enlightened ones who stand up with false signs claim-
ing, “This is the way.”



Are we going to let them continue in deception 
or are we going to show the signs of the one true 
God? The Scriptures declare that God’s signs will 
accompany those who believe (Mark 16:15-18). Je-
sus gave the Church power and authority to heal the 
sick and deliver the demonised (Matt. 10:1).

God gave you and me that same authority. 
With it we can show the world the signs of God so 
that they will believe. Accept the challenge of assum-
ing God’s authority to confront by faith, sickness, 
demons and every spiritual barrier that can be over-
come by faith. Take that authority it is yours.

Prior to leaving for Darwin, God revealed we 
were to define the area He had allocated over which 
we were to do Spiritual Warfare. This is shown in the 
inset map. It was to be known as “The Tent of 
Blessing.”

 
Before leaving, we were allowed to remove 

some powers from the first and second level of Sa-
tan’s fallen angels by “standing in the gap” and 
confessing the sins of the people within the designat-
ed area.

On arrival at Humpty Doo Uniting Church, we 
met with the local organising team and focused on 
creating total unity in the team.

We met and prayed with representatives of 
eleven church denominations from Darwin on Sun-
day afternoon, again stressing the need for total uni-
ty. We began the week of prayer by removing the 
“Strong Men” of Satan at the first level on Monday 
morning.
